1.	 The sensor should be positioned so that the occupants of the area fall inside the detection pattern shown in the diagram below.

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2.	 The diagram is based on a maximum ceiling mounting height of 5m. Note that the lower the sensor is installed, the smaller the detection range will be.

The distances quoted are approximate and may vary depending on the surroundings.
