Installation Instructions
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WARRANTY

1.  Ensure the mains supply is switched off before commencing any work. Remove the ceiling tile or existing light fitting from the ceiling.

2. Connect wires from the mains supply to the LED Driver. (Note: Brown =L, Blue = N). Terminate the Earth from the supply safely.

3. Connect the LED Panel to the LED Driver with the male / female connectors provided.
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4. Itisrecommended that the LED Driver is placed on a ceiling tile next to the void.

5.  Now fit the LED Panel into the ceiling grid and let it rest in position.

6. Do not cover the LED Panel or driver with insulation - allow a space of 100mm around the Panel and driver for free air movement.
7. Do not use the LED Driver supplied to power any other fitting or device other than the LED Panel supplied.
8.  Reconnect the mains supply.

Note: Ensure the electrical circuit is switched off before making any adjustments to wattage or CCT settings. Failure to do so may result in damage to the LED
module.

Note: Hot plug-in of the panel and LED driver is not permitted. The LEDs may be damaged due to high current and the warranty will be invalidated. The mains
power must be isolated and wait for 30 seconds before connecting the panel to the driver.
